September 17 - Open
October 15 - Street Photography
October 29 - Image Discussion Night*
November 19 - Open, but must have taken in the past 12 months
December 17 - Abstraction 

January 21 - Open
February 18 - After Dark
March 18 - Open
April 15 - People 
April 29 - Image Discussion Night*
May 20 - Salon Judging

*Critique Night has been replaced by "Image Discussion Night." We have dropped the judges/scoring and instead the photographer will introduce their image...then open it up to the floor for constructive feedback and discussion.

Competition Rules:

· The competition is open to all members who have paid their annual dues in full.

· There are 4 divisions in each competition month – Monochrome Prints, Color Prints, Digital AA (Scarlet Division) Images, Digital A (Gray Division) Images.

· One member may submit no more than two images in any division during a single competition.

· Each Division’s entries will be judged and point winnings are tracked throughout the year and awards are given at the Annual Salon Banquet in May. Competition Scoring:
- First place 6 points,
- Second place 5 points,
- Third place 4 points,
- Fourth place 3 points,
- Fifth place 2 points,

- Honorable Mention 1 point

· A photograph that has placed first through fifth in any division cannot ever be resubmitted in that or any other division. It is, however, eligible for submission to the Annual Salon, subject to Salon rules. Images may not be resubmitted again if they place fifth or higher in the Annual Salon. A member cannot submit the same image in two or more categories in the same competition. Honorable mention images may only be resubmitted in future years. 

Monochrome & Color Print Divisions:

· All members may submit 2 images to "each" of the print categories Monochrome and/or Color with judging taking place on the night of the competition. 

· Prints may not be smaller than five (5) inches wide by five (5) inches tall, and the final mounted entry must not exceed thirty (30) inches in either height or width. Prints must be mounted. Prints may be matted, but not framed. The photographer’s name must not be on the front, but should be indicated on the back of the mounted image along with the image’s title.

Digital Image Divisions:

· For the online digital category there are two divisions: - 

· Scarlet (Digital AA) - the scarlet division is for the top 25% point earners from last year’s monthly competitions. By virtue of their point total for last year, they will only be allowed to submit up to 2 images to the Scarlet folder. They will not be allowed to submit to the Gray division. (See below for the list of photographers in the Scarlet Division). 

· Gray (Digital A) - The rest of the membership can submit images to either the Gray, or if they desire, also to the Scarlet division.  This is up to the individual.  That means that they can submit a total of 4 images (2 in each division).

· The Digital competitions will open on the first day of the competition month and entry deadlines are midnight on the Wednesday prior to the competition meeting. That provides enough time for the judge to review, score and hopefully comment on images.  It also provides enough time for the competition committee to prepare the images for display on competition night.
· While there are no requirements for image size, JPGs larger than 1 MB will be viewed at the smaller size necessary for a computer monitor. Images should be, JPG format, 85% quality (or better), sRGB color space, 96 ppi. (ideally keep the longest dimension 1000 pixels)

· Images must be named as follows: "your name - title".   (e.g. "Robert Westbridge - Bee on Sunflower")
